· Evaluate organizations and projects based on strengths, weaknesses and fit with AID philosophy. 

· Maintain contact with NGO after approval to monitor and learn from project, generate new ideas.

· Facilitate interaction among NGOs. 

All AID projects are funded solely through contributions made to AID. However, AID volunteers do not consider themselves merely as part of a funding agency, but as partners in effecting change.
